right to development, as well as gender equality, em-8

powerment of women and intergenerational equity’’. 9

(4) The Paris Agreement notes the importance 10

of ‘‘climate justice’’ when mitigating and adapting to 11

climate change and recognizes ‘‘the need for an ef-12

fective and progressive response to the urgent threat 13

of climate change’’. 14
